OBJECTIVES

Ipag, management and business school in association with its partners are organising a reflection on
current and future research oriented problematics related to business and society. Like other educational

institutions, Ipag is positioned at the crossroads of several expectations, including:

e Companies seeking the determinants of their development in terms of leadership, management,

communication and business expansion;

e Students who want to acquire tools, skills and receive guidance and support in order to facilitate

their professional integration at the highest level within organisations;

e Teachers, researchers, education practitioners in accordance to their missions of research,

innovation, anticipation, due to the needs and projects of companies and learners.

In this view, the aim of these study days is to bring the debate on the emergence and relevance of
teaching models tailored to meet the specific issues of companies, local administrations and the training
of young people. The associated fields are consequently multidisciplinary and involve management,

information and communication, assessment, inclusive of other disciplines.
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THEMES

A central theme : Sustainable Development and Corporate Social Responsibility

Ipag and its partners have founded this project on the thematic focus of Sustainable Development [SD]
and Corporate Social Responsibility [CSR], this axis appearing promising for societal innovation and
growth in terms of quality.

A geo-cultural area: the Mediterranean

The Mediterranean basin has a geographical and cultural history. It is a privileged meeting place and of
mutual enrichment for different patterns of societal innovation. With the “Union for the Mediterranean”
as a frame, represented by Nice located in this space of exchange and creation, Ipag and its partners are
willing to contribute to research and development by matching the topic and the territory.

Actors of innovation

Ipag and its partners are determined to take into account all actors of societal innovation in the
mentioned territory from the starting point of companies as the major participant; The intention is to
obtain a deeper understanding of how and with whom are the Mediterranean companies sources of
societal innovation.

Does the increasing access
to higher education for women mean the feminization of managerial functions?

Finance and responsibility :

Is Sustainable Development a creator of value? Can we speak of "financial responsibility" in the
Mediterranean?

Territorial governance :

What are the impacts of the implementation of CSR and SD on corporate governance? How do new
opportunities / constraints of CSR and SD affect the practices of local actors? What are the roles of
entrepreneurship in the draft CSR / SD in the Mediterranean? Is the relationship between companies,
regional and local administrations, local communities and citizens a lever of societal innovation in the
Mediterranean?

Headings : not more than 3 levels
First-order headings: (1.) Times 12 bold,
Second-order headings: (1.1.), sub-titles Times 12 bold,
Third-order headings: (1.1.1.), sub-titles Times 12 bold.

2 —The first cover features:
The title of the paper: Times new roman 14 bold
The names, the position and details of the author or authors, addresses (personal and
professional, phone number, email)
The abstract (150 words maximum) and key words (in French and in English)
The specific topics: (Responsible and Sustainable Tourism or Implementation of Diversity or
Finance and Responsibility or Territorial Governance)

3 — The second page consists of the title of the paper (Times new roman, 14, bold) and the
abstract (150 words maximum) and key words (in French and in English)

4 — In introduction, the paper must explicitly present the link with the main themes of the study day.
